LindaMitchdl announed her attendance at atraining session this week in Topeka
spon®red by Child Abuse and Neglect Prevention Organization (CAPRO). Lindastated
this conference material will also beinduded in the Governor@ Conference sometime in
Octobe 2008.

BEACH CENTER PRESENTATION

LindaMitchdl introduced two spokespersonsfrom the Beach Center. They started with a
grant to inaure all stakeholders were broughttogeher. The building of the Beach Center
on Disabilities webste, www.beachcenter.org, tumed into a hugeproject by the
University of Kansas. The Community of Practice now has 384 members; onethird are
Kansans therest are naion-wide members. George Gatos, Research Assodate, is
continudly developing the Community of Practice websgte. Jean Ann Summers stated
they began with aface-to-face program. Talk progressed to issues of exploring familiesO
suppot needs A bookwritten by VirginiaVisey and Pat Wedey entitled, Evidence
Based Practice in Early Childhood stimulated the project group.

The Beach Center COP page alows members with an accountto enter thewebste
anonynoudy, see discussions and join discussions. Thewebsteisfor all familiesto cha




with professionds; parents, researchers, policy leaders, practitiones, and parents,
induding 70researchers and 30 policy leaders.

Thiswebste is now available naion-wideto al practitione's and parents. Beach Center
has been gahering signupinformation from potential members to serve them beter.

CHAIR & STAFF REPORTS

Staff Committee Report

DougBowman related he had written the SICC suppott letter as requested, in suppot of
Infant Mental Health funding, to the Chairs of House Appropriationsand Senae Ways
and Means The Senae and the House have now worked the OmnibusAppropriationsor
find budgé bill. Thelnfant Mental Health funding did not get reindated in either the
Hous or Senae versionsof thebudgé. Thelnfant Toddler lineitem within the KDHE
budge in both House and Senae versonsgota $1 millionincrease. Thisiswha
Secretary Bremby of KDHE asked when he submitted his budge request to the
Governor. ThelLegidature did shift the State General Fundsfor Infant Toddler services
replacing them with tobacco funds In the short term, this action does notimmediately
have any downdde but could beanissuein thelong term. Thisis both theHouse and the
Senae postion and it will nat be aconference committee discussion point or postionin
thelast days before recess.

Theother item istheEarly ChildhoodBlock Grants - in the same floor amendment (that
was carried by Representative Melody McCray-Miller), FY 2009funding was putin the
budge at $111 millionin tobacco fundsfor these block grants. Once agan, thismirrors
the Senae postion so these are completed and dore, unless something drastic occurs.

Dougstated tha potential expandon of the Medicaid Waiver for autism servicesis oneof
the conference committee® topics for discussion. The House has an addition of 100
dots, the Senae still has the statusquoof 25dots. ThereisaPre-K pilot fund(lineitem)
tha is administered by the Children@ Cabinet but at present, no decision was madeto
movethis fundto Kansas State Department of Education (KSDE) however, this may be
oneof theitems yet to be discussed.




Advocacy Report
Deb Voth expressed her conaern about Advocacy messages and getting these messages
outto theneworks, urging them to send messages, because of the urgency.

Dougasked if at thislate stagein the session there would till betime to advocate. The
Legidature will get emails, and messages but oppotunities are now time-diminished to
reach a House or Senae member for adiscussion. Dougdid suggest if any SICC
member or parent member had any relationship with oneof the budge conferees they can
reach, they are the personsmaking the decisionsnow.

Discussion began by Tom Laing saying he bdieved there was till time and urged
advocates to call Legislators to ask, Qvhy notQ and to hold the legislative members
accountble. Itisgoodtha SICC let them knowtha we are still watching. Tom
suggested SICC asking about QlecouplingCby explaining, decoupling is when a state®
tax codes are tied to the Federal tax codes. Rather than have atax codetied to the Federal
codes, a state can decouple itstax codes from the Federal codes.

Tomrelated how this year in Kansas, the econonic stimulus package created an
immediate and large state tax break for corporations in the amountof $87million. The
Legidature can stop this by decoupling for just one year or so.

Deb Voth urged all SICC membersto continueto ask wha you did today to hdp
families. She stated that there will be drastic consequences down theline withoutthis
adequae funding. Thisis an electionyear and it is very difficult to forceissues, butthe
SICC could ask the L egidature to decouple thetax codes for oneyear to assist in the
oveal state budgé picture.

Colleen offered a suggestion to LindaMitchdl, Doug Bowman, and the SICC: tha each
year when Special Education Advisory Coundl (SEAC) is started (the Part B advisory
pand) at the beginning of the school year, an orientation is always done This next
orientation isto befacilitated by John Copenhaver from the Mountin Plains Regiond
Resource Center. Johniswilling to facilitate this joint training and information at an
SICC meeting. Additiondly, members of SEAC have stated SEAC would liketo hdd at
least onemeeting jointly, with our SICC next year. KSDE has alot of similar issues and
John®inputwould bevery bendficia for everyone

There are severa postions now open in SEAC with representation across Kansas. The
Executive Committee will review nominaionsnext week and give them to the State
Board for appointment.

KDHE Report

Carolyn Nelson announed Tiffany Smith-Birk is currently workingin Part C as
Coordinaor. Tiffany® backgroundisin themental hedlth and soda welfare field. KDHE
isvery glad to have her. A Part C coordinatorsOmeeting hdd afew weeks ago had 35 of
the 36 Kansas Infant-Todder networks present. Determinaionsfor the secondtime were
made and we were pleased abouttheindicators and outcomes for the State Performance
Report. The Federal Grant has been routed for signatures and will beforwarded to OSEP
next week. Part C estimates show aredudionin the federal grant amountof $9,068.
Thiswill beabsorbed throughadministrative levels at KDHE. At theannud Head Start
Conference, Peggy Miksch represented Part C onthe pand and also with the community
network breakout Mog pand questionswere about children aged 3 to 5 and for the Git
riskOprogram in the schools. There were 110registered personsattending. Ryan Weir,
who compiles al thedatafor Part C, was asked to present at the Nationd Data Managers
in June2008,and heisto be congratulated for the honor.




SRS Report
Karen Beckman reported for SRS. The Medicaid waiver for youngchildren with Autism

Spectrum Disordersis currently serving 25 children. There are over 150children ona
waitinglist. SRSisworkingto develop asystem of service ddivery. Hous Bill #2637D
Kansas Life Lines Services was passed - a service for low income families for lower
telephonerates.

Deb Voth asked for Karen Beckman to report back to SICC on thework doneconcerning
gpecia needsrates for child care. Karen agreed to do so.

Insurance Report

JohnMeetz announed the Interim Committee will bere-hearing all health insurance
mandaes tha are currently on the booksthis summer, plusthos proposlsintroducd in
this Legidative session. When this occurs, Johnwill advise SICC. Mental Health parity
isonemandae for which the Inaurance Commissionea highly advocated when shewasin
the Senade. This requires insurance companies to cover mental health servicesupto a
certain amount, which is better than had previoudy been the case. Recently, the Autism
Task Force has been advocaating for coverage of autism services beng mandaed.

KHPA Report
CaylaWrightreported tha at a recent Head Start meeting in Saling concernswere raised

aroundMedicaid codes. The provider manud will bere-written very soonand attention
will begiven to how Early Childhoodintervention (ECI) Medicaid services are integrated
into the Head Start manud. KHPA isvery concerned and has been meeting with Head
Start Providers, to address this issue before the beginning of the next school year.

Carolyn Nelson raised concerns from the recent coordinatorsOmeetingsrelated to Infant-
Toddler doauments received from Medicaid. Current changesin Targeted Case
Management (CMS) are very confusng and difficult to undestand. Carolynis seeking
clarification from BrendaKude. Cayla agreed to ge&t a meeting set up.

Tom Laing remarked on recent confuson of the KHPA Policy Manuds with decisions
having been sent to providers. Tom said aletter was sent to Andy Allison of KPHA,
suggesting a process or protocol be set up with a draft beng made available for public
comment before thefind KHPA Policy Manud is given outto the public. Tom suggested
a30-60 day review process to improve the process before themanud is released.

Caylawill take SICC@ suggestionsback to KHPA for discussion and solutions

KansasLifeline Service Program

Hous Bill No. 2637established the Kansas Lifeline Service Program which will provide
discounted telephoneservice to low income housholds Thebill requireslocal carriers
who< prices have been deregulated, and other interested local carriers, to enroll low
income hougholdsin the program. The Kansas Corporation Commission would
determinetheincome level of qudifying housholds To facilitate thediscountservice,
the Kansas Department of Sodial and Rehabilitation Services will providealist of names,
addresses, and telephonenumbers of consenting low income housholdsto participating
carriers every six months Participaing carriers mug enter a confidentiality agreement
with the department to limit theuse of theinformation to the provision of the discount
phoneservice.

Thediscounttelephoneserviceis currently available to SRS recipients who may request
this service directly to a carrier. SRS makes aform available to clients and assists in the
completion of the form when necessary. The bill changes the current process by requiring
the department, rather than the household receiving assistance, to providealist of
interested housholdsto service carriers every six months



HCBS/Autism Waiver

The HCBS/Autism Waiver provides services to children with Autism from diagnossto
age5 years of agethroughearly intensve intervention treatment and by allowing primary
caregiversto receive needed suppot. Twenty-five children are currently receiving
services with 150 children onthewaitinglist. SRS continuesto recruit providers for
families receiving these services unde the Waiver.

Soda Welfare. Her previouswork experience indudes case management with
young children diagnosed with severe emotiond disturbances and thar families
at the Family Service and Guidance Center in Topeka, Juvenile Intake and
Assessment Counsgalor for the Kansas Children@ Service LeagueChild
Adolescent Assessment Center, Family Court Advocate Coordinator for the
YWCA Battered Women Task Force and Early ChildhoodMental Health
Technical Assistance Coordinator at Soda and Rehabilitation Services,

B. Part C Coordinators Meeting: Thirty-five networks were represented at this
meeting. Thenew Part C Coordinaor for Kansas, Tiffany Smith-Birk, was
introduced. Topics discussed for theday induded thelocal network grant
application process, howlocal awardsare determined, components of the
networksOcontinuousimprovement plans and KDHEQ® expectationsof same,
data sheets as related to completing network improvement plans the
determinaionsprocess, Medicaid and case management, the Outcomes Web
System and Communities of Practice.

C. Part C Federal Grant Application: Thegrant was completed in February
followed by apublic comment period that ended on April 18, 2008. No
comments were received. Thegrantisbengcirculated at KDHE for appropriate
signaures and will be submitted to the Office of Special Education Programs next
week. Theeisan estimated $5968redudionin FFY 2008federal dollarsfor
Kansas Part C for the funding year tha beginson July 1, 2008. The KDHE Part
C opeationswere adjuged by this amountin order to absorb thisloss.

D. Annual Head Start Collaboration Conference: KDHE Part C state and
network staff participaed in this conference on April 25, 2008in Wichita as
presenters and/or general paticipants. Topic for the day was (Blending Teaching
& Braiding Funding of Special Education, Head Start & Community Services.O




Thisisan annud collaborative conference planned and coordinaed by Kansas
Inservice Training System (KITS), KDHE Part C, KSDE Part B, Early Head
Start, Head Start, Parents As Teachers, Early ChildhoodMental Health and
others.

National Memberships: Ryan Weir, Program Anayst for KDHE Part C Infant-
Toddler Services, has been asked by the Office of Special Education Programs

Kansas State Department of Education Overview

KSDE Special Educations Services Team Update:

a. We are getting a job description out for the Parents As Teachers
coordinator. Until the position is filled, the grants, training work, and
other work is being coordinated among members of the Early
Learning Services team at KSDE.

. Kansas Expanding Opportunities Initiative: The purpose of this initiative is
to develop a cross agency strategic planning initiative around inclusion.
The application for technical assistance through the National Professional
Development Council Initiative (NPDCI) was sent in during April. The
partners are waiting to hear if the application was accepted.

. The Kansas Early Learning Document is being updated and edited.
Sections on Glow to use the GuidelinesGand Blow to use the StandardsO
are in final development. The document should be ready for printing by
early Summer. Training on the document will be done in May and June
for KDHE Health Department staff. Further training is being developed to
help programs align their current curriculum with the Early Learning
Standards.

Early Childhood Collaboration:

a. Meeting for cross agency work on collaboration at the NAEYC
professional development conference in June. KSDE, SRS, KDHE,
Head Start will be participating.

b. KSDE/KITS Early Learning Services staff (Gayle Stuber, Patty
Gray; Dave Lindeman; Peggy Miksch) participated in the panel
presentation at the Head Start Collaboration Conference on April
25 in Wichita. The focus of this conference was blending and
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braiding teaching and funding. An overview of some of the KSDE
early childhood programs (Four Year Old At-Risk, Section 619,
Parents As Teachers) was provided. A series of Questions and
Answers was handed out. (see attached).

Q1. If an|EPteam recommendsplacement in an EC classroom (i.e. community based
or school based) can LEAs pay full tuitionif thechild@time in the EC classroomis
congdered specia educationingructiond time?

Al. If the | EP team recommendsit and documentsthisin the |[EP, then LEAsare
responsible for paying thetuition to the community based school.

Qla. What funds can LEAsuseto pay tuition?

Ala. Special education funds may be used to pay tuition.

Q2. If achild counted for Four Year Old At Risk fundingis then identified as a child
with adisability during the same year can the special education teacher be counted for
categorical aid and the child counted for Four Year Old At Risk funding at the same
time?

A.2.Yes, if the special education identification occurs after the 9/20 enrollment
count. However the following school year the child would be counted as special
education on 9/20

Q3. Candidtricts provide educationd services for Head Start eligible childrenin an EC
classroomfunded by thedistrict and receive fundsfrom Head Start to providethat service
for Head Start eligible children?

A3. Yes, if that isthe agreement with Head Start.

Q4. Can Head Start providefamily suppott servicesto all children in adistrict funded
EC classroomtha indudes Head Start eligible children and bereimbursed by thedistrict
for services provided for children that are in the EC classroombut not eligible for Head
Start?

A4. If family support servicesare a high priority for thedistrict, then districts may
reimburse Head Start for thisservice. For thedistrict to receive categorical aid for
services provided to special education students, the provider must meet eligibility
requirementsfor special education reimbursement.
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Q5. If thedigtrict Supeintendent wantsto serve all pre-k children in ther home schools,
how can Special Education, Four Year Old At Risk and Head Start funding be braided or
blended to meet thisgod?

A5. Thecog of the early childhood program would be paid with funds from Special
Education, Four Year Old At Risk and Head Start in direct proportion to the

per cent of children from each sourcethat are participating in the EC program.

Q6. If ateacher hasthe appropriate licensure, can oneteacher bethe special education
teacher and the Four Y ear Old At Risk teacher in the same classroom?

A6. Yes. Categorical aid will be paid on a pro-rated bass based on the number of
gpecial education students versusthe number of Four Year Old At Risk students.

Q6a How can thefundsbebraided/blended in this situaion?

A6a. Thecog of the program would be paid with funds from Special Education and
Four Year Old At Risk in direct proportion to the percent of children from each
source that are in the classroom.

Q6b. In caseswheethe At Risk teacher isaso endorsed in special education, can a
district apply for categorical aid indgpendent of thar coopeative or interlocal if they
choo® to serve specia eduction studentsin ther local At Risk program?

A6b. Yes

Q7. When Early ChildhoodSpecial Education (ECSE) teachers and Early Childhood
(EC) teachers co-teach in aFour Year Old At Risk or Head Start classsoomandthereisa
ratio of less than 50% of children with disabilities in relation to typically developing
peerswill categorical aid bepro-rated for the ECSE teacher?

A7. Categorical aid for collaborative EC/ECSE programswill not have categorical
aid prorated for the ECSE teacher if following two criteria are met:

1. Thedistrict planning a collaborative EC/ECSE program hassubmitted the
EC/ECSE Collaborative Program form included in the Special Education
Reimbursement Guide by the dateindicated each year; and

2. Program implementation accurately reflectsthe description provided in the
EC/ECSE Collaborative Program form submitted to the state.

Q7a Can this co-teaching modd be pre-approved for full categorical aid for the ECSE
teacher and any special education paraprofessionds placed in the classroon?

A7a. No pre approvals are necessary asfunding isbased onthetwo criteria
outlined in A7..

Q8. When an ECSE teacher isan itingant teacher in a Four Year Old At Risk or Head
Start classroomand thereis aratio of less than 50% children with disabilitiesin relation
to typically developing peers will the ECSE teacher@ categorical aid be pro-rated for
his’her time spent ddivering servicesin this setting?

A8. No. If the ECSE teacher isproviding special education servicesin this setting,
categorical aid will not be reduced.
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Q9. Istheaeanythingin the Four Year Old At Risk program guiddines that would
prohibit thedesignaion of the ECSE teacher asitinerant placing the sole responsbility
for thegeneral education teaching onthe Four Year Old At Risk Teacher?

A9. No.

Q10. If children with disabilities are placed in a Four Y ear Old At Risk program and are
served by an itinerant ECSE teacher for a set amount of time each week, can thetime the
child spendsin the Four Year Old At Risk program withoutspecial education services be
reimbursed with Four Year Old At Risk funds?

A10. No. The ECSE teacher generates categorical aid based on her/hisFTE not on
the amount of service provided per child and Four Year Old At Risk fundsare
generated by actual child count on September 20. In addition, each child in the
program (special education and At Risk) generates .5 FTE of general state aid.

Q11. Can childrenin FourYear Old At Risk programs serve as peer modds in integrated
gpecia education classroons?

All. Yes. Any child without an |EP may serve asa peer model in an integrated
gpecial education classroom.

Q12. CantheFourYear Old At Risk program exceed the recommended nunmber of 17
studentsin a classroom by adding children with disabilities tha are served by an itinerant
gpecia education teacher?

A12.Yes. However, the size of the classroom and the number of dotsfor the Four
Year Old At Risk program should be carefully reviewed, aswell astheintensity of
needs Bboth for the 4-year-olds and those on |EPs. Some balance must be
preserved, so that all children® needs may be addressed. Theteacher must be
prepared to meet significant challenges. There may not be morethan 20total
children in the classroom (with 2 teachers).

Clarification for Four Year Old At Risk and ECSE Funding

Funding for theFour Y ear Old At-Risk program is based on the number of identified at
risk children in attendance on September 20 and reported in the 9/20 enrollment count
Once digtricts have been notified tha their program has been selected for funding, the
approved nunber of four-year oldsattending thedistrict at-risk preschool program must
beinduded in the enrollment count when calculating the school district@ general fund

Funding is weighted based on district demographics for at risk children. In additionto
theweighted funding, each child that meets the criteria for the At Risk program on 9/20
geneates .5 FTE of Base State Aid per Pupil (BSAPP).

While children identified for Head Start and/or Early ChildhoodSpecia Education do not
geneate fundsfor theat risk program; these children can participate and beinduded in at
risk classroons. Children with IEPs genegate .5 FTE of Base State Aid per Pupil
(BSAPP) in additionto specia education funds
