Overview

The Kansas ICC serves in an advisory
role for programs serving children
from birth through age 5.
Infant/Toddler Services is the name
of the program that serves children
with special needs from birth to the
age of 3; it is also known as tiny-k.
The lead agency is the Kansas
Department of Health and Environ-
ment (KDHE). The Kansas State
Department of Education (KSDE)
oversees services to children ages

3 to 5 years with disabilities.

The Council

Its makeup is determined by law and
includes:
